• The anticipated word length of your completed manuscript should be noted in your outline.
• Sample chapters can be any TWO (2) chapters – they do not need to be the FIRST two.

2. I have not previously had any books for children or young adults in any genre (picture
books, junior fiction, young adult or non-fiction) published either in hard copy or online,
whether by a commercial publisher or self-published. Publication by the applicant of small
literary works either in hard copy or online in any genre is allowable. These could include a
short story or poem in an anthology, the text of a school reader or articles for magazines.

4. This manuscript is not being considered for publication by any other publisher, company or
organisation, either in book format or for online self-publishing.

5. This manuscript is an original piece of work and has not appeared in any format i.e. has not
been published (either by self-publishing or a small publishing house) in either print or
digital format for trade (books sold through normal retail or online bookstores) or for
educational purposes or be anywhere in the process of publication.
